Head Lice Notification Letter

To the Parents/Guardian of: ______________________________________________
During a head lice screening your child was found to be positive for head lice. Head lice are not a health threat and do not carry disease but they are a nuisance. To prevent head lice from spreading to other children this condition should be treated immediately. Your child may not be allowed to return to school/facility until all nits (eggs) and lice have been removed from the hair. Upon return to school/facility your child’s hair will be inspected to determine that the treatment was effective. This means that your child must be free of all lice and nits. Within 7 to 10 days later your child’s hair will be rechecked to ensure that they remain free of lice and nits. 

Basic Head Lice Removal Recommendations:

· Apply: If using a shampoo, follow the package directions carefully.

· Remove Lice and Nits: Manually comb through damp hair with a fined toothed comb. This is made easier if the hair is placed in sections and conditioner is applied. Make sure to comb through all strands of hair paying close attention to behind the ears and nape of neck. This step is the most crucial and will require time and effort. No lice treatment is 100% effective unless all nits are removed.

· Inspect: Check hair daily for 7-10 days for nits. It is beneficial to comb through the hair everyday during this period for any missed nits. 

· Retreat: Within 7-10 day’s retreat if nits are found and repeat the process. The nits will be located close to the scalp. If there are no new nits it is not necessary to retreat. Combing everyday during the 7-10 day period should prevent re-infestation.

Basic Head Lice Removal Recommendations For Your Home:

· Launder: Clothing, towel, bed linens, and pillows in hot water w/ detergent and dry on high heat or dry clean

· Vacuum: upholstery, carpet, and rugs. Remember to vacuum the car upholstery. This should remove any nits that have fallen off into your home.

· Bag Items: Place stuffed animals, pillows, and anything that is plush and unable to be washed in an airtight plastic bag for two weeks.
· Boil: Clean brushes, combs, and hair ties with hot water and soap to remove lice and nits. Bring water to a boil, take off burner, and then soak for 10-15 minutes to kill any lice and nits.
